 Mark the book as complete on BoomReader! 

 Bring in your Recommended Reads booklet to school when you have read 

TEN of the books, so an adult at school can sign them off and celebrate your 

brilliant reading! 

10 reads = 5 Potley Points 

20 reads = 10 Potley Points 

30 reads = your very own mufti day! 

40+ reads = 20 Potley Points and a special celebration!
